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Target to Replace Office Depot?

Though nothing has been announced publicly by 
the company, it appears as though a new Target 
location will soon take the place of the existing 
Office Depot location at 8900 S. Sepulveda 
Boulevard.

According to tenant improvement plans 
approved by the City of Los Angeles Planning 
Department, the new store will include a 
customer entrance on Sepulevda Boulevard 
– something the existing building has been 
assailed for not providing.

“That is a truly exciting part of the plans,” said 
Executive Director Don Duckworth. “One of the 
most critical elements in improving our area 
is promoting walkable spaces and a customer 
entrance facing Sepulveda would certainly 

increase foot traffic along that stretch of the 
boulevard.”

The plans also show transparent windows along 
the Sepulveda frontage, yet another element 
that would promote walkability and encourage 
more pedestrians along the street.

The elevations also indicate picture windows 
along the Drollinger Way frontage, as well.

“It is exciting that many of the building 
improvements that seem to be planned at this 
site will help enhance walkability and beautify 
the Westchester Town Center area,” Duckworth 
said. “We look forward to working with the 
property owner and tenant to make sure the 
improvements move forward smoothly.”
